MODULE 5:
Possible Formative Assessment Tool:

· Systematic observational checklists (individual children asking/answering questions, identifying types of stories, story elements, ability to orally compare/contrast characters and make relevant connections, ability to state an opinion, speaking/listening skills)

· Technology tools

Possible Formative Assessments: 

· Book discussion groups (small/large)

· Written (drawing/dictating/writing) opinion pieces

· Oral/written (drawing/dictating/writing) contributions to shared research and writing projects

· Performance on technology-based tasks related to author study

Summative Assessments:

· After listening to a kindergarten level complex text, students (with prompting and support from the teacher) will identify characters, setting, and major events in the story.

· Students read a story and poem on a single topic and orally distinguish between the text that is a storybook and the text that is a text that is a poem.

· Students, with prompting and support, orally compare and contrast adventures and experiences of a character/characters in a book to those of a similar type of character/characters in a poem and demonstrate ability to make connections between text and self.

· Through participation in shared research and writing projects students will express opinions about books that they have explored in class.

· Students participate in a reading experience of a kindergarten level text. After the reading experience students, through a combination of drawing, dictating, and writing, compose opinion pieces in which they tell a reader the topic or the name of the book they are writing about and state an opinion or preference about the topic or book (e.g., My favorite book is . . .).

· After listening to a kindergarten level complex text, students (with support as needed) create and/or present a poem, dramatization, art work, or personal response to a particular author or theme, with support as needed.
